For those of you who were unab le to a tt end the power pac ked educ a tiona l p rogram with Ted Wa les, turf 
expert w ith Hartney Greymont, Nee dham, I offer the follow ing highlights of his very informa tive p resenta tion.

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LAWNCA RE 101 
  

Dec ide what type of lawn makes you happ y.  (a perfec t dark green c arpet or one n ot so perfec t with wee ds).  Then setup a 
p rogram to ma inta in your lawn. 
  

Your lawn nee ds 1 inc h of wa ter per wee k from ra infa ll or wa tering.  Use a ra in gauge or sma ll tin c an on your lawn to 
measure the water. 
  

Mow your lawn with a sharp b lade when it nee ds to be mowed to ma inta in grass len gth a t 3 inc he s.  Have mower b lade 
sharpene d onc e a year.  Mowing with a sharp b lade d isc ourages d isease. 
  

To protec t the en vironmen t and to get the best results, fertilize your lawn using the following steps:   
 

V  Measure your lawn and purc hase the amount of fertilizer required .   
V  Ca lib ra te your sp reader acc ord ing ly and spread fertilizer a t the p roper time of the year.  
V  For app lic a tion       1 x year, app ly sec ond wee k of Nov. 
                                       2 x year, app ly early May and Nov. 
                                       4 x year, app ly April, June , Sep t, Nov. 
  

When see d ing your lawn, selec t the see d you want and p lant when the soil tempera ture is 50 degree s.  For us in Millis Sep t. is 
best. but la te April-May will do.  A grass see d mix of 50% perenn ia l rye, 25% Ken tuc ky b lue, and 25% fine fesc ue does well in 
our a rea . 
  

Educ ate yourself on the life c yc le of lawn pests and the ir damage pa tterns. 
  

A few tips:   
V  Test your soil every othe r year to find out what it nee ds. 
V   Moss will grow w he re the soil is ac id ic , c ompac ted , and moist. 
V   Sod ne ver grows in the shade, bec ause it is Ken tuc ky b lue grass, whic h nee ds sun. 
V   Fa ll leaves should be removed from the lawn wee kly.  Leaving the m on the lawn for an e xten ded period of time 
en c ourages d isease and d amage to the lawn. 
  

The best defen se aga inst wee ds, pests, and d isease is a he a lthy, den se, vigorous, turf!

March if the time to begin cutting back ornamental grasses, perennials and deciduous shrubs.  You 
may have left them for winter interest and by now they’re looking ragged.  It’s important to cut back 
before new growth emerges. I leave the colored Yellow and/or Red Twig Dogwoods to remain until the 
end of March because this is the time the color is the brightest.  At the end of March, I coppice (cut in 
converse arc starting at about 6” from the base) the shrub dogwoods and spireas. 
  
Forsythia- there’s still time to force forsythias and it’s a good time to prune them. 
-          After basal cutting the branch (base cut) gently hit the stems with a rubber mallet. This permits 
better water absorption.    
-          Add ½ tsp sugar and 1 tsp of chlorine bleach to a quart of tepid tap water. This reduces bacteria 
growth and feeds the plant. 
-          You can add Fresca or a citrus soda to the water instead of adding sugar. This works like the little 
packets the florists provide.
